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EXPOSURE ASSIGNMENT
By the end of this assignment you will understand how to use the full stop manual settings of the camera to control the exposure of your photographs.
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For this assignment set mode to MANUAL
Note: the subject of your pictures is not important, your ability to control the exposure is.  Use of a tripod is recommended.
1.  Photograph any outdoor scene using a normal (N) exposure. Try to start on the    middle of the f-stops (8 or 11) and middle of ISO (400)
2.  Photograph the same scene but open up one stop (N+1). 

3.  Photograph the same scene but open up two stops (N+2) but use one of the other two settings to get there. 
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4.  Photograph the same scene but open up three stops (N+3) and use the third unused setting.  You should have used all 3 settings at this point. 
5.  Go back to the original (N) exposure settings.  Now, photograph the same scene but close down one stop (N-1). 

6.  Photograph the same scene but close down two stops (N-2) again, use a different setting to get there. 

7.  Photograph the same scene but close down three stops (N-3) using the last of the 3 settings. 

8.  Photograph a scene using a large aperture (small number) but keep the light meter happy. 

9.  Photograph the same scene using a small aperture (large number) and adjust the settings so again the light meter is happy.
10. Shoot a photo where the subject is in front of a bright sunny background (silhouette).

     Take your ten photos and arrange them in an interesting, logical, and artistic way in Photoshop on an 8 x 12 canvas at 300dpi.  Label each with the meta data (iso, f-stop, and shutter speed) and adjust the font layer style so it can be read.   Include your name and period as a layer as well.  Name the file in the required format and submit to the drop off folder in the jpeg format.
